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The “Free and Clear. . .Draw us
Near” Debt Reduction campaign
is giving YOU the opportunity to
donate items which will be sold
on eBay to benefit the church. As
the world’s largest auction mar-
ketplace, eBay provides non-profit
organizations the ability to sell ‘in
kind’ donations at virtually NO
COST to the non-profit. Over
2200 churches and other religious
organizations are currently regis-

tered on eBay.
Why are we doing this?

In addition to our quarterly
monetary giving opportunities,
the “Free and Clear. . .Draw us
Near” campaign believes that eve-
ryone has things that they either
no longer use or that they want to
offer to the church as a non

monetary donation.

How do I donate an item?

It’s EASY! Our church ‘eBay team’
does most of the work. You don’t
have to be registered or get involved
with eBay at all.

First, consider those items for dona-
tion that someone else would value
enough to purchase. Items should be
in new or excellent used condition,
can be accurately described and pho-
tographed.

Secondly, contact our team by either
email at giving@gracefellowship.ws
or by calling David or Marla Rea
(706-999-1529) or Joyce Daniel (706
-467-3652). You will receive a re-
turn phone call from one of our team
members to make arrangements to
take the donation.

Finally, you and the team member
will meet where the item will be re-
ceived (except for larger items), pho-
tographed and documented.

That’s all there is to it!




How does the item get sold?

The team member will list the item on
eBay, typically for an auction period of 7 to
10 days. During the listing period, some
questions about the item may come from
potential buyers for which you may need to
provide an answer. The team member will
estimate and list the shipping cost so the
buyer pays for the item plus shipping. As
‘bids’ appear on the item, the team mem-
ber can pack it for shipping because it will
likely sell. Shipping must occur within a
day after the auction closes.

How does the church get paid?

Buyers must pay for the item before it
ships. Most payments go through Paypal,
which is eBay’s payment service. The
church will receive 100% of the item price
less credit card fees, which are around 2%.
The church paypal account is linked elec-
tronically with our building fund account,
meaning every dollar we receive will go
into reducing the debt on the building!
Can I set the minimum selling price?
Yes, you and the team member can discuss
and set a minimum. If the item doesn’t re-
ceive a bid, then we can re-list it for less
OR you can take the item back (no dona-
tion occurs).

Can I set the minimum selling price?

Yes, you and the team member can discuss and set
a minimum. If the item doesn’t receive a bid, then
we can re-list it for less OR you can take the item
back (no donation occurs).

Will this be included on my contribu-
tion statement?

No, you will receive a thank you letter from the
church indicating that you donated the item. You
may inquire on the net selling price of the item and
use that information for your tax purposes.

What if I decide not to donate the item
after I tds | isted?

While we can ‘pull’ listings with no bids, this prac-
tice will be rare and not encouraged.

How can the church be protected
against I|listing

The eBay team member will not accept items that
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in any way will reflect negatively on the church.

Is there a minimum item donation?

No, we want everyone to participate, but the eBay
team member has the responsibility to make a
judgment on the ‘cost / benefit trade-off” of listing
the item and can respectfully decline the donation.

What if problems arise (broken in ship-
ment, returns, etc)?

We hope these are very rare. The eBay team will
handle these issues. You should not have to be in-
volved.
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What if the item is too large to be
shipped?

We can list the item as ‘local pickup only’,
which limits the selling area, but still reaches a

lot of people!

I have an eBay account. Can I sell the
item myself and benefit the church?

Yes, you can. You can sell the item yourself and
choose any percentage from 10-100% to be di-
rected to the church. The fees are higher in this
situation and you will handle all of the seller re-
sponsibilities. Contact a team member for more
information.

Can my family and friends participate in
helping out the church?

Absolutely! They can participate through work-
ing with our eBay team (100% donation) or sell-
ing on their own and designating Grace Fellow-
ship as the non-profit to receive the (10-100%)
donation. Contact a team member for more
information.

Are other organizations successful in
raising funds this way?

There are thousands of non-profits on eBay,
many of which are receiving the majority of

their proceeds via the eBay channel.
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
