Elder Communication for February 2010 Newsletter  
 

The Elder Council met on January 4 and 11, 2010.  Below is a summary of those meetings. If you have  
questions about any of the work of the Elders, please do not hesitate to contact any of them. 
 

2010 Budget 
The 2010 budget was a topic in both January meetings.  The basic budget framework was presented by  
Treasurer Mike Sullivan. The Elders considered many items including local ministries, missions giving,  
debt retirement, staff salaries and benefits, and building up the Property Fund to cover any major repairs  
or replacements.  The budget was finalized and was submitted to the church at the Annual Conference on  
Sunday evening, January 24.  The budget was approved at that meeting. 
The Elder Council appreciates the faithfulness of all members and regular attenders. Your tithes and offerings 
enable us to do ministry locally and around the world.  
 

40 Days of Community  
Elder Tom Robinson stated that there has been good participation so far with a good number of people 
signing up for Grace Groups.  The team will continue to monitor participation and encourage members to 
participate.  Other 40 Days of Community emphases will be a Day of Prayer and Fasting on Sunday, January 
31, a ministry fair on March 7, and a Celebration Sunday on the final Sunday of the campaign.  A DVD will be 
created featuring photos of the activities and ministry accomplished during the campaign.  
 

Debt Retirement   
The Elders share a consensus that the outstanding building debt should be repaid as quickly as possible.  Not 
having the debt would enable the church to put more money toward fulfilling our mission to bring people 
into a life -changing relationship with Jesus Christ. The Elders discussed a number of ways we could use the 
money now being paid in interest for other staffing or ministry needs.   
 

Church Clerk/Church Moderator for 2010  
Gerald Torbert has agreed to continue as church clerk.  This is his final year and he will also consider  
someone to train and replace him when his term expires.  John Demarest will also continue to serve as  
moderator for 2010. 
 

Elder Goals for 2010 
In an attempt to better encourage members toward spiritual growth and maturity, the Elder Council agreed 
on goals for new believers attending Foundational Studies, the percentage of new members joining Grace 
Groups, and the percentage of all members who are active in a Grace Group. The aim is not merely to 
increase the number participating, but to assist new members in grasping the fundamental truths of Scripture 
and help all members get connected in the body of Christ. 
The elders also discussed a Yokefellow Ministry. This ministry will bring other men alongside the Elders so 
that they can learn more about the role of the Elder, share in some of the Elder ministries, and perhaps  
prepare themselves to answer the call to serve as an Elder. Pastor Jimmy Long motioned that we adapt an 
Elder Yokefellow Ministry for 2010.  After a 2 nd from Jim George, the motion was approved. 
 

Student Ministry  
Pastor Glad Kreimann will be asked to present his ministry strategy and goals to the Elder Council in one of 
the February meetings.  Youth and children are key parts of our overall ministry strategy.  The Elders  
appreciate everyone who participates from those who volunteer for childcare to those who work closely with 
our teens.  A new ministry focused on college-aged young adults is also being considered. 
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    Treasurer’s Notes   
 

These are 5 verses that, even as you just scratch the surface of understanding them, could revolutionize your 

 financial life. Each one of them has had a strong impact on many decisions in many lives. I hope you allow 

them to impact you as well. 

 

1. Philippians 4:19 

And my God will meet all your needs according to his glorious riches in Christ Jesus. 
If you have lived much life at all, you are probably well aware that putting your trust in the economy, your  

employer, or your bank account is not a good idea. They are all fair-weather friends. They all can be helping  

you greatly one minute, and then the next everything has changed. 

God, however is always faithful. That is why we should always be trusting Him as our supply! It doesnôt matter 

if there is a financial crisis, if you get laid off, or your 401k is now a 200.5kï God will still supply your needs. 

Just like He promised. 

 

2. Malachi 3:10 

Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, that there may be food in my house. Test me in this,ò says the 

LORD Almighty, ñand see if I will not throw open the floodgates of heaven and pour out so much blessing 

that you will not have room enough for it.ò 
It is a bold step of faith to start tithing. Some argue that tithing is not required in the New Testament. You may 

actually agree, since our salvation is no longer based on works, but on faith in Jesus. But there is no escaping  

the truth that tithing opens the door for blessing that can not be opened without doing it. From personal tithing 

experience, many are so overwhelmingly convinced beyond any shadow of a doubt that tithing increases bless-

ing, that will never live any other way. This is the only place in the Bible that God actually says test me.  

3. 1 Timothy 6:10 

For the love of money is a root of all kinds of evil. Some people, eager for money, have wandered from the 

faith and pierced themselves with many griefs. 
This verse is so often misquoted that it is almost laughable. Money is not evil. The love of it is. Having a million 

in your bank account doesnôt mean that you love it. Having $5 in your account doesnôt prove that you donôt. 

For example, Warren Buffett has billions in his accounts, but he is giving almost all of it away to benefit the 

lives of others. On the other hand I have heard stories of people getting killed over a matter of $20. It is a matter 

of the heart that only God can judge. 

 

4. Acts 20:35 

In everything I did, I showed you that by this kind of hard work we must help the weak, remembering the 

words the Lord Jesus himself said: óIt is more blessed to give than to receive.ô 
Giving sets us free, while hoarding entraps us (James 5:2). Giving changes the lives of others (John 3:16).  

Giving brings blessing back to us (Luke 6:38). Giving allows us to store up treasures in Heaven rather than here 

on the earth (Matthew 19:21). Giving really is fun ï we need to be in on it. 

 

5. Proverbs 22:7 

The rich rule over the poor, and the borrower is servant to the lender. 
The freedom of being debt free has always been so incredibly enticing to me that I have been willing to give  

up a whole lot in exchange for it.  Getting out of debt is not easy and often requires a fight, but the freedom that

Haiti Disaster Relief Tax Information  
 

On Friday, January 22, 2010, President Obama signed into law legislation passed quickly by both the Senate and the House 

which allows taxpayers to claim a charitable deduction in 2009 for cash (text message, check, credit card or debit card) gifts 

given for "relief of victims in areas affected by the earthquake in Haiti" made in the beginning of 2010.   Any gifts made after 

January 11, 2010 and prior to March 1, 2010 may be treated as if they were made on December 31, 2009. Therefore, if you made 

a contribution to the Georgia Baptist Convention or the North American Mission Board for  Haiti disaster Relief you may claim 

a deduction in either 2009 or 2010.  Be sure to keep good records especially if you take the deduction in 2009 so you donôt mis-

takenly take it again in 2010.
